Baltimore-Washington Conference Policy Manual Transition Polices
F2412. A Returning toé a Previous Appointment

As of the effective date of a new appointment, a pastor shall immediately cease all pastoral connections, pastoral cpunseling
and pastoral visitation with members or member families in the previous appointment. Since appointments are geferally
announced several weeks in advance, each pastor has adequate time in which to affect closure and make appropriatg¢ referral to
another for pastoral care of members.

Pastors shall have a clear understanding with former congregations that they will not return to officiate at baptisgns,
weddings, and funerals, or do pastoral counseling or pastoral visitation in that parish. Pastors, active or retired, s||nall
respectfully decline to participate in such duties when invited by members of a former congregation. Declining all puch

invitations is the responsibility of the previous pastor. The present pastor, at his or her discretion, may invitedhe previ
pastor to return for pastoral functions. However, the present pastor should never be under any pressure to inviteubelprevio
pastor.

New Senior Pastor Ken Walker will be a wonderful addition to the staff of Brook Hill. Along with Pastor Linda
Warehime and Pastor Gary Hicks, he will provide leadership to the congregation and church staff. It will be exciting
for all of you to be part of the new adventures and ministries as you continue the journey of the faith at Brook Hill

Summer Meals for Children through the Frederick Community Action Agency

You probably know that there are many children who, throughout the school year, are provided nourishing
lunches at school through a USDA school lunch program. But did you ever wonder how these children eat
when school is out? As any family with school age children knows, grocery expenses go up in the summer
when children are home to eat lunch and snack. What happens in those families who rely on the school
lunch program to feed their children? Well, there is a Summer Food Service program also funded by the
USDA and run by the Community Action Agency. The program runs Mondays thru Fridays from June 11 to
August 20 (except July 4). Last summer they served 12,000 hot lunches in 7 community parks in the poorer
areas of our county. This year they will add another park to the service. The Park locations are: Hill Street
Park Pavilion, Stonegate Park Pavilion/Andover Lane, College Estates Park/Taney Ave., PAL Center/Sagner
Ave., Carver Community Center/Lee St., Carrollton Park/Center St. & Prospect, Discovery (Walkersville) HOA
Building, Amber Meadows Park/Amber Dr. The USDA covers the cost of the food, the CAA prepares the
lunches and takes them weekdays to the parks where they are given to any child there (as well as parents
who are there with the children). You can get involved (and get your older children involved too) by
volunteering. Take your lunch hour to help pass out meals at a park or if you would rather work behind the
scenes, the CAA works on preparing meals between 8 a.m. and 4 p.m. Monday thru Friday. Each lunch has
a brown bag component which can be packed in advance (carrots, fruit, etc) and is given out with the hot
component (chicken nuggets, pizza, hamburger, etc) and milk. Preparation is an ongoing process. Please
consider giving some of your time. Would you let a child go hungry when you could do something so simple to
help? Volunteers are a critical part of this program especially with cuts to the City and County budgets. For

Interfaith Housing Alliance Construction Work Days

The Interfaith Housing Alliance is a local organization which has a mission to strengthen communities by
providing housing for low and moderate income households. They develop (new as well as rehabilitate

exiting properties) and operate multi-family rental properties in Frederick, Westminster, Frostburg and
Chambersburg, PA. One goal is to provide future opportunity for transitioning to home ownership. They also
develop senior housing to a growing population. They have worked with 228 families to build their own

homes and are pouring 5 foundations in Shippensburg, PA. In partnership with the USDA Self Help Housing
program, eligible participants learn about the financial responsibility of home ownership and contribute up to

30 hours per week of O6sweat equity6é to build homes.
