Psalm 37:23-24 NIV 
The Lord makes firm the steps of the one who delights in him; though he may stumble, he will not fall, for 
the Lord upholds him with his hand. 
 
Luke 24:36-43 NLT 
And just as they were telling about it, Jesus himself was suddenly standing there among them. “Peace be with 
you,” he said. But the whole group was startled and frightened, thinking they were seeing a ghost! 
“Why are you frightened?” he asked. “Why are your hearts filled with doubt? Look at my hands. Look at my feet. 
You can see that it’s really me. Touch me and make sure that I am not a ghost, because ghosts don’t have bodies, 
as you see that I do.” As he spoke, he showed them his hands and his feet. 
Still they stood there in disbelief, filled with joy and wonder. Then he asked them, “Do you have anything here to 
eat?” They gave him a piece of broiled fish, and he ate it as they watched. 
 
1 John 3:1-7 NIV 
See what great love the Father has lavished on us, that we should be called children of God! And that is what we 
are! The reason the world does not know us is that it did not know him. Dear friends, now we are children of God, 
and what we will be has not yet been made known. But we know that when Christ appears, we shall be like him, 
for we shall see him as he is. All who have this hope in him purify themselves, just as he is pure. 
Everyone who sins breaks the law; in fact, sin is lawlessness. But you know that he appeared so that he might take 
away our sins. And in him is no sin. No one who lives in him keeps on sinning. No one who continues to sin has 
either seen him or known him. 
Dear children, do not let anyone lead you astray. The one who does what is right is righteous, just as he is 
righteous.
